FAX/Modem  settings - Correction to User Manual

If you have the PBXDF-BA Zoom FAX/Modem Option:

To avoid conflicts within your system, use one of the settings below for this option:

COM5 I/O: 3E8, IRQ 9

COM6 I/O: 2E8, IRQ 9

These settings correct an error in the Zoom FAX Owners’ Manual that describes these settings.  The manual
incorrectly states that the IRQ values are 2.

IRQ2 is reserved for system use.
