Overview





	The purpose of this application note is to facilitate the installation and configuration of Netscape Fast Track Server 2.0 Beta on WinFrame Server 1.6.


	Netscape Fast Track Server 2.0 Beta is an entry level Web Server that lets users create and manage a Web site.  It is a complete solution for creating and managing Web sites on the Internet or Intranet.


	Netscape Fast Track Server 2.0 Beta includes a copy of the Netscape Navigator Gold 2.0 Web Browser.  The Navigator Gold Web Browser is used to access and control the server.  All functions of the Fast Track Server are controlled through the Web Browser.

Installations





	To install the Netscape Fast Track Server on a WinFrame Server follow the directions below.





On a WinFrame Console, logon as an Administrator user.


Open the Command prompt from the Main Windows Group.


At the Command Prompt type:


CHANGE USER /INSTALL


Exit Command Prompt.


Install Netscape fast Track Server 2.0 Beta as described in the Installation Guide.


After the installation of the Netscape Fast Tack Server,  open the Command Prompt from the Main Windows Group.


At the prompt type:


CHANGE USER /EXECUTE


Exit the Command Prompt.





Configuration





	To use  the Netscape Fast Track 2.0 Beta on a WinFrame Server you must have a TCP/IP stack installed.  To setup the WinFrame TCP/IP stack follow the directions below.





	1.  Open the Main window and select Control Panel.  


2.  From Control Panel select the Network icon.  


	3.  Select the Add Software button.  


4.  Choose the TCP/IP Protocol and Related Components from the list and select OK.  


5.  Restart WinFrame Server.








Troubleshooting





Why do I keep getting the following error: Netscape cannot connect to host?


Make sure your TCP/IP stack is configured.   Also make sure that your Fast Track Web Server is ON.   To check the status of the Server use the Administer Netscape Servers tool in the Netscape Gold Group.
