Lotus Notes 4.0 for Windows NT








Overview





This Application Note describes how to integrate Lotus Notes 4.0 server and workstation software with the  Citrix WinFrame server.  Lotus Notes is an environment for developing applications that enable groups of people to share information and work together. Lotus Notes enables you to communicate with colleagues, collaborate in teams, and coordinate strategic business processes.





There are two main parts to the Notes installation. The first is the Notes server program for NT, which can run on a WinFrame server. The second part is the Notes workstation program for Windows, which can also run on a WinFrame server.





If a Lotus Notes server is already running in your network then proceed to the Installing Lotus Notes workstation section of this Application Note. If however, you plan on running Lotus Notes server and Lotus Notes workstations on a WinFrame server you will need to follow both the server and workstation Install sections below.





Installation Note





Although both the Lotus Notes server and many copies of the Lotus Notes workstation for Windows can run on a single WinFrame server, this may not be the best solution. If the system running WinFrame is a high end, mult-processor machine with a large amount of RAM and a very fast hard disk subsystem, this configuration may work fine. But if the WinFrame servers are configured to meet only the WinFrame needs, as per the installation guide, then you will need to add more computing resources to that machine or consider running the Lotus Server on a separate machine e.g.  You might have a stand alone Windows NT server that runs the Lotus Notes server and use the WinFrame servers to run the Lotus Notes workstation for Windows client. This allows the Lotus Notes server to use all of the system resources of a separate machine. The WinFrame server(s) with the Lotus Clients can then support multiple remote or network users who want to access the Lotus Notes server. 





The Lotus Notes workstation program for Windows allows you to do a public install. It is suggested that you do a single public install to the WinFrame server or to any available network server. Users who want to set themselves up for Lotus Notes access can then run the standard Lotus Notes workstation Installation program from the public install by changing into that directory and running the Setup program.





Requirements


	


Hardware Requirements : one of the following setups.





1 WinFrame server configured as per the installation manual.


1 WinFrame server and 1 Windows NT 3.51 server configured as per the installation manual.











Software Requirements:





WinFrame server software version 1.6 or higher.


WinFrame client software. (DOS, WIN16, WIN32)


Lotus Notes release 4.0 





 


Installing Lotus Notes server for NT on a WinFrame server





It is recommended that you create an administrative user specifically for Lotus Notes on the WinFrame server that will run the Lotus Notes server. Once you have created this user, logon under this administrative user name.





Before proceeding with the Notes server installation you must run Change User /Install from the   command prompt, if you wish to run Notes server as an automatic service. This however will not allow you to run the Administrators Personal Workstation at the same time that the Notes server is running. It is therefore recommended that you run the Administrators Personal Workstation  from a Workstation rather than the Notes server.





Proceed with the Lotus Notes server for NT installation, run install from the win32\install directory on the  Lotus Notes 4.0 CD-ROM, or from the floppies made from the win32\disk_kit directory. Register software and proceed to the Install Options screen, choose Server Install and pick directories then group you wish to install under.





After you successfully install the Notes server program, Notes places the Notes server and the  Notes    workstation icons in a Common program group on your desktop. These Icons should be moved to a Personal Program Group to avoid confusion on the part of the client workstation installation, this situation only arises if you are using a single Winframe box for the Notes server and client workstation installs. (see installation note above)





The first time you double-click the Notes workstation icon, the Notes setup program automatically starts. You must complete the server setup program before working in Notes. If you try to start the Notes server without first completing the Notes server setup program, the server exits with the message: You must first run the workstation server setup program to set up your system. To restart the setup process, double-click the Notes workstation icon.





Proceed with the Lotus Notes Installation. See Lotus Notes documentation for specifics of the Lotus     Notes server setup.





When server set-up is complete you will need to name the port i.e. (SPX;LAN0) under Tools; Server Administration; Servers; Servers View. Double click the appropriate server and Edit Server, Network Configuration.





Running Notes as an automatic service is useful if you need to start the server form a remote location or to restart automatically after a system failure. You can install the Lotus Notes server as a service from the Notes program directory ( C:\NOTES).  At the C:\ prompt, type CD \notes and press ENTER, at the C:\NOTES prompt, type ntsvinst -c and press ENTER. From the Program Manager, double-click the Control Panel icon. Double-click the Services icon. Select "Lotus Notes server - Manual." Select Automatic as the startup type and select "System Account" in the "Log On As" dialog box  Select "Allow Service to Interact with Desktop."





At this point reboot the WinFrame server to start the Lotus Notes server, or run Change User /execute from the command prompt and start the Notes server manually by double clicking the Notes server icon.








Installing the Lotus Notes Workstation program for Windows on a WinFrame server





Logon to the Winframe 1.6 server that you are going to install the clients on using the desired WinFrame client i.e. (DOS, WIN16 or WIN32). Logon as the user for which you want to set up the Lotus Notes workstation for Windows  program.





If you did a public install of the Lotus Notes workstation for Windows program, Net Use the directory on the network; change into the Notes public directory and run the Install program. If a public install was not done, load the CD-ROM or floppies as normal and do a normal install of the workstation program. Install should be run from the win32\Install directory or from the floppies created from the win32\Disk_kit directory.





Once the install program is launched you may be prompted telling you there are multiple copies of Notes for windows on the hard disk, this is to be expected as there may be many clients using this particular WinFrame server as a Notes workstation.





At the Install Options panel choose the Standard Install button and point your Program and Data drive paths to the Users Windows directory e.g. (\users\stuartg\windows\lotus\notes and \users\stuartg\windows\lotus\notes\data). Select program group and proceed with workstation installation as per installation documentation.





Steps 1, 2 ,3 and 4 are to be repeated by each user that wants to set up the Lotus Notes workstation program for Windows.
